The JDS Starter Kit SPARCLE™
The SPARCLE™ in your JDS Starter Kit is set up as a fully functional and portable Sun Ray Server.  In conjunction with the Comet15™ and the wireless router in your kit, you can demonstrate a full-featured and self-contained portable Sun Ray network.

The SPARCLE™ in your kit is configured with the following:

· Three Accounts

· Username = root

· No password set at ship.

· Gnome 2.0 is the default desktop.

· Username = demo

· Password is blank at ship.  When prompted for a password, press <Enter>.

· This account is for demonstrating Sun Ray Server software with the Comet15™.

· Gnome 2.0 is the default desktop.

· Username = user

· Password is blank at ship.  When prompted for a password, press <Enter>.

· This account is for demonstrating Sun Ray Server software with the Comet15™.

The JDS Starter Kit Comet15™
The Comet15™ in your JDS Starter Kit is a fully functional portable Sun Ray with built in wireless support and a Java Card reader (rear right side).  For demonstrations, you can connect it to the router included in your kit or leave it unconnected to showcase wireless Sun Ray capabilities.  With a fully charged battery, your Comet15™ can connect to the SPARCLE™ server with no cables whatsoever.  

NOTE:  At ship, the Comet15™ is configured to automatically find a wireless access point with an SSID of SunRayWIFI if it does not find a wired connection.  The router in your kit is preconfigured to work with your wireless Comet15™.



The JDS Starter Kit TALIN15™
The TALIN15™ in your JDS Starter Kit is a Pentium 4 laptop with built-in wireless support and is loaded with Sun Microsystems’ Java Desktop System (JDS).

The TALIN15™ in your kit is configured with the following:

· Username = root

· No password set at ship.

The wireless router in your JDS Starter Kit is preconfigured to work with your SPARCLE™ and Comet15 automatically.

· The SPARCLE™ Sun Ray Server is on the 128 subnet.  The router must be on the same subnet to work with the portable network.

· SSID: SunRayWIFI*

· DHCP: Disabled

· WEP: Disabled

· Wireless Network Access: Allow All*

* Version 2 of the JDS Starter Kit will include a wireless Comet15™ that is much more versatile and

Basic Portable Sun Ray Demonstration

The following description outlines a basic demonstration of the versatility of the JDS Starter Kit.


Part 1: Set Up the Server and Router

1. Connect power to the Linksys router and SPARCLE™.

2. Connect the Ethernet port of the SPARCLE™ to one of ports 1-4 on the Linksys router.  Do not connect the SPARCLE™ to the port labeled “Internet”.

3. Power on the SPARCLE™.  It is not necessary to actually log in.  The Sun Ray Server services are started during boot.

Part 2: Set Up the Comet15™
1. For a wired demonstration of the Comet15™:

a. Connect the Ethernet port of the Comet15™ to one of ports 1-4 on the Linksys router.

b. Power on the Comet15™.

c. Log in as either “demo” or “user” or insert a Java Card and then log in as either ”demo” or “user”.  Using a Java Card(s) allows you to switch between accounts and demonstrate how the Sun Ray Server preserves state.

2. For a wireless demonstration of the Comet15™:

a. Power on the Comet15™.

b. Log in as either “demo” or “user” or insert a Java Card and then log in as either ”demo” or “user”.  Using a Java Card(s) allows you to switch between accounts and demonstrate how the Sun Ray Server preserves state.
